
Make your own mini pond to attract wildlife
Water features can come in all shapes and sizes – even plastic plant pots or buckets attract pond life!

But no matter how small your water feature, it could still be dangerous so make sure you ask an adult to supervise 
you when you’re preparing your pond.

You could also make a boggy area instead of a pond. There are plenty of beautiful plants such as purple loosestrife, 
marsh marigold and water mint that thrive in a bog garden.

Make a bog garden in much the same way as you would a pond, but with more soil and less water. Use a plastic 
container of some kind, with holes punched out for drainage.

You will need:

1. A container – an old sink, large plastic planting pot, trough, washing-up bowl or even a baby bath would  
 do.  Ask an adult first, though
2. Gravel/pebbles, well washed in running water
3. Water plants/potted plants from a garden centre
4. Large stones
5.         Water
