Where does water come from?

The sun’s heat makes water evaporate from streams, lakes, rivers and oceans. The water vapour rises. When it
reaches cooler air, it condenses to form clouds. When the clouds are full of water, or saturated, they release some
of the water as rain.

Rising global temperatures speed up evaporation rates. Water tends to cycle through the atmosphere very quickly
and more evaporation is likely to lead to more rainfall, though not evenly throughout the world.
