
Make your own rain gauge
You will need:

1. An adult to help you
2. Jam jar or plastic container
3. Ruler
4. Waterproof sticky tape or elastic bands

What to do:

1. Place your ruler against the side of the jam jar or plastic container.
2. Attach it using the tape or elastic bands, asking an adult to help.
3. Place your rain gauge in an unsheltered area the next time it rains.
4. When it’s stopped raining, look at your rain gauge and see how much rain has fallen.
5. Empty your rain gauge on plants or grass and start again!
